A RESOLUTION TO: SHOW SUPPORT OF THE CAMPAIGN FOR JUSTICE IN WORKING TOWARDS THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A STATE-FUNDED PUBLIC DEFENSE DELIVERY SYSTEM THAT MEETS NATIONAL STANDARDS

THE STUDENT BODY OF EASTERN MICHIGAN UNIVERSITY ENACTS:

WHEREAS, the United States Supreme Court’s 1963 decision in Gideon v Wainwright imposed on the states the responsibility for 

providing counsel to indigent persons in any case that may result in the loss of a liberty;

WHEREAS, the Eleven Principles of a Public Defense Delivery System were adopted by the State Bar of Michigan’s Representative 

Assembly in 2002, and serve as the fundamental national standards for public defense delivery system to provide effective, efficient, quality, and ethical representation to those in criminal proceedings who cannot afford to hire an attorney ;
WHEREAS, the Campaign for Justice is a broad-based group of organizations and individuals from across the political spectrum 

fighting for a fair and effective public defense delivery system in Michigan; and

BE IT RESOLVED that the Student Government of Eastern Michigan University supports the establishment of a state-funded public 

defense delivery system in Michigan that meets national standards
